

Notes to teacher:

This is a guide for students to understand WHY the words in English change the way they do. Many times students ask me why there are two M’s in swimming and not in other words. This worksheet is designed for them to understand WHY. Because there is Japanese in this worksheet many NET/ALTs will be better off giving this sheet to their JTEs to use and explain in their solo classes, however if your Japanese is good and you feel like using the class time you can explain the sheet yourself.
Some vocabulary:

作戦 sakusen = strategy/tactic
母音　boin = vowel
他 hoka = others
音節 onsatsu = syllable

子音 shiin = consonant

I strongly reccomend that your JTE teaches this seperately unless you are fluant and want to use the speaking time to explain this.
Many first grade students don't know the kanji for boin (vowel) and shin (consonant). You or your JTE may have to clarify this. As I have said several times, this is not intended to fill class time, it is for your JTE to give to the students and explain. It has all of the required words for first grade.

(You are studying English now.)
ED - 言葉のうしろ。。。
1. 子音 + e　(use)  +d  ―> used
closed, liked, lived, skated, used, moved 
例外：(be ―> was) (come ―> came)  (leave ―> left)  (ride ―> rode)

(take ―> took) (write ―> wrote)  (have ―> had)
2. 子音 + y  (study)  y + ied ―> studied
3. (1音節)  子音+母音+子音「y と wない」  (plan)  子音x2 +ed   ―>  planned例外：　(get ―> got)   (run ―> ran)  (sit ―> sat)  (swim ―> swam)
4. 他 (look) +ed ―> looked
cleaned, cooked, crossed, enjoyed, help, listened, looked, opened, pardoned, played, rained, skied, snowboarded, talked, thanked, waited, walked, wanted, watched
例外：(do ―> did) (go ―> went) (know ―> knew) (meet ―> met) 
(read ―> read) (see ―> saw) (speak ―> spoke) (teach ―> taught) 
(Yesterday I watched TV.)
