B U G��Then point and chant. First the 3 phonetic sounds then the word. B-A-G Bag, B-E-G Beg. Practice with different consonants��2. Now, hand out the worksheet. Section A: There are two words with identical consonants but different vowels. The teacher selects one word from each pair to read aloud. If the students need it, you may want to say all three sounds then the word. The students circle the correct answer.��3. Section B: The teacher says the word (or the 3 sounds) and the students write. Repeat if necessary.��4. Section C: The teacher models the tongue twister then gives the students a few minutes to practice. See who is brave enough to try it in front of the class (a reward such as a stamp or sticker will help). If they find it easy another option is to use a stopwatch and see which students can say it the fastest. Or let them work in teams with each student doing the tongue twister once.
